Kotel  (Western Wall)

The Kotel – last remain of the external Jewish Temple complex.

The Moslem Quarter

This is the largest section of the old city. We shall discuss the Moslem Heritage of Jerusalem.

The Church of the Holy Sepulcher
An amazing and exciting site. Here according to ancient tradition, Jesus Christ was crucified, died, buried and resurrected. We shall see several important corners inside this complex and multi-layer church.
Jaffa Gate 

We shall end the Old City tour at the Jaffa gate 
The ancient walls and King Herod palace remains can still be seen.

Our tour will end around 15:00. We will return to Tel Aviv around 16:00
